One of our modules in the MDTe3
program is “"evangelism"”. We started this
module with one week of basic training
before the participants put this into
practise on the Romanian Ski slopes.
Armed with the "four-point bracelets”,
personal testimonies of how God has
been at work in their lives and the Holy
Spirit, they bravely shared about Jesus
to more than 70 people in one day. This
gave us the basis to build further in our
sessions at the OM base but all felt
encouraged and empowered by how God
could use such simple tools through their
lives to anyone that they may meet on
the streets. In fact, after this, a group
went out full of passion the next
weekend to share again with anyone in
town and built relationships with two
young Muslims studying internationally.

We love how God is at work preparing the
participants feet to move into action as
Christians who are fully committed to Him
and passionate for serving and sharing the
Good News.
